Professor Mary Hendrix, ASMR Medallist 2004.  Professor Hendrix is the Scientific Director and President of the Children’s Memorial Institute for Education and Research, Chicago.   

Professor Hendrix is an energetic and passionate advocate for science and science policy on a national level, including testimony before the U.S. Congress to obtain increased funding for biomedical research.  As President and immediate Past-President of FASEB (Federation of American Societies for Experimental Biology), she has addressed major issues, from identifying a problem  affecting the performance of research to developing policy that would resolve the problem,  including:

· Doubling the NIH Budget (1999 – 2003), from $13.6 billion to $27.2 billion;

· Securing federal funding for human embryonic stem cell research;

· Developing debt relief programs for physician scientists to encourage this endangered species into the pipeline.
