ASMR SA Division: Annual Scientific Meeting 2010
Abstract Guidelines

Presentations

Please indicate presentation preference in the application form below. Presentation preference will be accommodated where possible. However, in lodging an abstract submission the author accepts presentation style allocated by the Programming Committee.
.Oral presentation: 10 minutes presentation + 5 minutes discussion.

Poster presentation: Posters must be 1.0 m wide x 1.2 m tall, including title, authors, address, text and data. Posters must be readable from a distance of 1.5 metres. Presenters are expected to stand by their posters and answer question during the allocated times.  

Every effort will be made to accommodate your preferred presentation format. Authors will be notified by email of abstract acceptance and of type of presentation by the second week of May. 
Eligibility for Awards

To be eligible for ANY award, YOU MUST be a MEMBER or have applied for membership.
1. Ross Wishart Memorial Award: Finalists will be expected to give an ORAL presentation. This award is directed towards PhD students in the final year of their degree or who have just completed their PhD. A ONE page CV, including publications, awards received and contributions to the community should be provided on abstract submission. Applicants not adhering to these guidelines will NOT be considered for this award
2. Best Oral and Best Poster presentation award: Open to all presenters who are ASMR members. Each winner will receive a $250 prize.
3. Healthy Ageing Research Cluster Best Oral and Best Poster: Awarded to the most outstanding presentation on a topic related to Healthy Ageing. The winner of the HARC best oral will receive a $200 prize.
4. Most outstanding presentation by an Early Career Researcher (Poster and Oral Presentation Award): Open to Early Career Researchers within 5 years of receiving their doctorate. Each winner will receive a $250 prize. 
5. Honours Poster and Oral Presentation Award: Open to Honours students enrolled from January 2009. Each winner will receive a $100 prize. 
Awards will be judged by a panel of Senior Scientists for the clarity of presentation, the quality of data, relevance to hypothesis and demonstration of understanding of the importance to health.

Abstract preparation:

· Please use the abstract template below. Please DO NOT CHANGE margins, spacing or text formatting.

· Abstract size is limited to 2500 characters (not including title, authors and institutions). 
· Abstracts longer than 2500 characters (not including spaces) will be truncated
· The title of the abstract is limited to 250 characters

· Titles should be typed in bold and at the top of the abstract
· Font to be used is Times New Roman at size 10pt
· Author’s names should be under the title, with the name of the presenting author underlined
· Institutions should be under the author’s names. No more than 3 institutions may be listed

[image: image1.emf]The Ross Wishart Memorial Award was proposed by members of the South Australian Division of the Australian Society for Medical Research® (ASMR) in May 1995 in recognition of Ross’ significant contributions to medical research and the Society. The Award will be presented annually to a young investigator for the most outstanding presentation at the South Australian Division’s Annual Scientific Meeting during Medical Research Week.

Now in its 16th year, the winner of the 2010 Ross Wishart memorial award will receive a $1000 prize. Furthermore, the winner of the 2010 Ross Wishart will be expected to attend and assist with ASMR sponsored events, including networking evenings and the ASMR display booth at Science Alive. 

To nominate for the award, please follow the instructions to authors. 

All abstracts and CVs will be scored by independent assessors based on the following criteria: 

· Number of publications (conference abstracts and refereed journal articles)

· Overall CV

· Significance of work to health and medical research

· Quality of the abstract

Four finalists will be selected to give a 15 minute presentation followed by 5 minutes of questions to a general scientific audience.
